Characteristics of photo essays: 

· Incites emotion in viewer and is persuasive 
· Sequenced in an intentional and thoughtful order
· Includes text, captions, and sometimes complete narratives



	
Directions: 

Create a photo essay answering the question: What is good food?

Step 1: 
· Determine your claim. 
Your claim must answer the questions: 
What is good food? and So, what’s your point?

Step 2: 
· Collect photographs that you believe are interesting, appropriate, and support your claim. 
This is your evidence, so be thoughtful.  

Step 3: 
· Craft your photo essay. 
· Using the Storehouse app, sequence your photos, add captions, and create a title. 

Requirements:
· Original claim answering “what is good food?” stated in one sentence
· Minimum of 10 photographs
· Minimum of 5 captions
· One original title
